Nursery - Hygiene / Cleaning products

Reception - Tinned Foods / Pasta and Sauces / sweet treats

Year 1 - Pasta, Sauces, and Tinned Meats

Year 2 — Cooking Sauces - Chopped Tomatoes (Tinned)

Year 3 - Hygiene Products / Spices / Breakfast Cereals

Year 4 - Breakfast Cereals / Tins of food

Year 5 - Sweet treats e.g. Biscuits / Tinned Meats (Tuna)

Year 6 - Tea, Coffee, Sugars, Oils, and Long life products (Milk) and Sweet treats
