London Borough of Hounslow has informed us that it is compulsory for all pupils to wear swimming hats in
Hounslow pools. Please ensure your child has a hat as part of their swimming kit. These are available at major
sports shops, supermarkets or direct from the swimming baths. Please note that girls must wear a one-piece
swimming costume and not a bikini and boys must have swimming trunks and not Bermuda shorts.

ALL children are obliged to attend as this is part of the National Curriculum requirement and certain attainment
targets must be achieved. Only children with a doctor’s note will be excused from the swimming lessons. The
school cannot take responsibility for personal belongings. Please also ensure that all clothing is clearly labelled
with your child’s name.

Three swimming instructors and two teachers will be in attendance at the pool side.

Your child will be supplied with a packed lunch here as school, they will make their choice of baguette (cheese or
tuna) in preparation for their swimming lesson. Please note that any children who have recorded food allergies
with supporting paperwork held at school will need to bring their own healthy packed lunch for their swimming
lesson.’
